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The BDC and the IDA are the county’s lead economic development agencies
working closely with their many local, state, and national partners to retain,
create, and attract jobs while growing Cortland County to work, live, and invest in.
Work was comprehensive over the past year.

COVID Challenges Continue

carried through the 2021 year with ongoing efforts to provide information
and resources to the local business community as it worked to recover
from pandemic difficulties.
